Clean-cut, graceful outline, accurate and dependable; it is just the
rifle for the vast number of experienced sportsmen and trappers who desire
more power than a 22 caliber will give, but donot want, a rifle of high power.

Being hammerless, there is no chance for accidents due to an exposed
hammer catching on the clothing, or twigs, and discharging the rifle. A
recoil lock is built in the action so the arm remains locked for firing until
the cartridge is exploded in the chamber.

The forward movement of the action bar moves the carrier upward to feed s fresh

cartridge to the level of the barrel and into the grasp of the extractor, when the breech
block carries it into the barrel.

The fnal closing motion raises front end of breech block to efigage its locking
shoulder with the corresponding shoulder in receiver to lock the breech securely. The
tiping lever releases the trigger so it may be, pulled and also locks the action bar for-
ward so it cannot be opened unless arm is firing or the timing lever:is pressed.
