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THE REISING SUBMACHINE GUN, CALIBER A5,
MODELS 50, 55, AND 60

I. RULES FOR CARRYING THE REISING SUBMACHINE
GUN

DUnless otherwise prescribed, the Reising submachine gun (with or
without magazine) is habitually carried slung over the right shoulder,
butt down, barrel to the rear, right hand grasping the sling, hand
in front of armpat.

For marches and field exercises, the Reising submachine gun may
be carried slung over either shoulder.

When troops are at ease, the piece is kept slung unless otherwise
ordered.

‘When troops are at rest, the piece may be unslung and held 1n any
coRvenient position.

Ounly the following movements of the manual are executed by men
armed with the Reising submachine gun.

(1) Parape Resr—If at sling arms, execute as without arms keep-
ing the right hand on the siing.

(2) INSPECTION ARMS:

Being at SLING ARMS, at the preparatory command INSPEC-
TION, the left hand grasps the piece just below the magazine guide
and carries the piece diagonally across the body. Af the same time,
the right arm is disengaged from between the sling and the weapon,
the right hand grasping the small of the stock when the left hand 1s
in front of the center of the body. The left hand then encircles the
magazine, fingers to the front, thumb to the rear, thumb and forefinger
pressing against the magazine catch. The magazine is withdrawn
by the left hand and placed in the belt or pocket, and the piecs is
recrasped by the left hand just below the magazine guide. At the
command of execution ARMS, the thumb of the left hand retracts the
action bar, the fingers of the left hand grasping the piece when the
action har is fully retracted. Lower the head and eyes slightly and
at the same time turn the piece sharply, barrel to the rear, sufficiently
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to glance into the chamber. Having found no c.artri{lg?ﬂ in thﬂ cham-
ber, the piece is turned sharply barrel up, at the same time raising the
herd and eyes to the position of attentron,

3) Being at INSPECTION Amms—At the next preparstory command,
relerse the action bar, pull the trigger, remove the magazine from the
belt or pocket, insert in the piece, and regrasp the piece with the ‘:left
hand just below the magazme gwide. At the cormmand of execution,
execute SLING ARMS. ‘

Men armed with the Reising submachine gun salute with the hand
<alute when not in ranks, In ranks, they do not salute.

I1. DESCRIPTION
A. GENERAL

The Reising submachine gun, cahiber 43, Model 50, 55, or 60, 1s
an air-cooled, delayed blow-back, magazin-e—fed hﬂﬂ_d or shoulder
weapon, which may be fired from any position and with one or both
hands. _ ‘

The exterior surface of the rear part of the barrel is made with
radial flanges or cooling fins, which radiate the heat from the barre!
Juring firing, thus cooling the barrel. | | |

The type of fire is selective, either automatic ot seplaummatlul':.

The weapon is fed from a box-type magazine, having a Eﬂ.pﬂ-ﬂltj.' of
o0 rounds, and is intended for, and capable of, intensive fire against
personnel within a range of 300 yards. N

When a round is fired, the blow-back, delayed by the frictlon of
ammed surfaces and the resistance of the action bar spring, is utilized
to force the action bar and bolt to the rear, unlocking the bolt, extract-
ing and ejecting the fired cartridge case, recocking the hammer, and
compressing the action bar spring.

On termination of the rearward motion of the action bar and bolt,
the action bar spring causes the action bar and bolt to move forward.
During the forward motion, a cartridge 1s stripped from the: magazine
by the feed rib of the bolt and chambered. On termination of the
forward motion, the weapon is loaded, the bolt locked, and the piece
ready for firing.

The same mechanism is used in Models 50, 55, and 60. The model
numbees indicate differences in stock or barrel length.

Model 50 is distinguished by its conventional rifle stock and by
the addition of a compensator. This model is fitted with an 11-inch
barrel end has the general appearance of a carbine.

Model 55 is distinguished by its folding steel stock which gives
the weapon unusual compactness.

Model 60 1s similer to Model 50 but is fitted with ap 18-Inch barrei,
and is capable only of semiautomatic fire. Tt is not fitted with a
connecior.

B. OPERATION

The submachine gun is designed to fire cartridges, ball or tracer,
caliber 45, M1911 or similar. The magazire holds 20 cartridges.
Although more than 20 cartridges may be loaded into the magazine,
such practice may result in a malfunction.

When the selector is set on “F. A.” or “Full Automatic,” the piece
will fire as long as the trigger is depressed or cartridges remain In
the magazine,

When the selector is set on “S. A" or “Semiautomatic,” the pilece
will fire once each time the tripger iz depressed and until the
magrzine 1s emptied.

When the selector is set on “Safe,” the piece cannot be fired.

Nore.—Before moving the selector from “F. A reiract the action bar about
one-foarth inech to allow connector to disengage from the action bar, should
it be B0 engaged.

Magazines are inserted into the mapgazine guide and pressed up-
ward until engaged by the magazine eateh.

Magazines are released by pressing the magazine catch to the rear
and withdrawing the magazine. On later models, the new type two-
way release magazine catch release permits magazine removal with
cne hand, by pushing forward on the magazine release and with-
drawing the magazine with the fingers of the same bhand.

To prepare the gun for firing with a loaded magazine seated In
the magazine gunide, retract the action bar with the left forefinger,
thus cocking the firing mechanism. When tha action bar 1s fally
retracted, remove the forefinger and allow the action bar to snap
forward, thus leading and locking the piece. The piece may now be

fired by depressing the trigger.

The rear sight is adjustable €0 ranges of 50, 100, 200, and 300

vards by raising the rear sight and sliding the elevator forward or
back until the ears of the rear sight are able to engage in the desired
cuts in the elevator..

FIELD ASSEMBLY.
1V. CARE AND CLEANING

A. GENERAL

Alihough this weapon will generally function under extremely
adverss condiflons, it 1s necessary to give it proper eare and treat-
ment to ensure best results, The pun should be kept well cleaned
and working parts lubricated with a light film of oil, or standard
cleaner. After firing, the piece should be field disassembled and all
carts cleaned which have come In contact with powder gases. f'Ae
frer of the bolt and the firing pin should be cleaned. he firtng pin
spring iz made of beryllium copper and iz noncorrosive.

B, BORE

(lean bore with warm soapy water when available or with standard
cleaner. It is imperative that the bore be cleaned with either water
or stendard cleaner to dissolve the primer sulls. Run cleanimg brush
through bore several times, pusioug brush through bore all the
way 50 that bristles of brush will reverse outside the bore each time.
Run several wet patches throngh the bore. Dry out bore with clean
patches untii patches come out clean and dry. Ruu paich saturated
with i} or standard cleaner threagh bore,  See thai {he compensaior
is not Fouled by the cloth pafeh,

{. CHAMBER

Special attertion should be accorded the cleaning of the chamber
when cleaning the bore.

I, EXTERIOR S5URFACEs

Wipe off dampness and dirt from exterior surfaces of gun with
dry cloth. Wipe ali metal surfaces with an oiled rag.

E. MAGAZINES

Magazines that have been exposed to use in the field should be dis-
assembled and thoroughly cleaned and then wiped lightly with an
oiled rag. DO NOT DRENCH THE MAGAZINES OR AMMU-

NITION WITH OIL.
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F. LUBRICATION

This submachine gun has no provision for lubrication nor is there
a need for it. A light film of oil on all working parts is sufficient
lubrication ; too much oil tends to slow down the mechanism.

VY. FUNCTIONING

A, GENERAL

In order to simplify the explanation of functioning, the cycle has
been divided into three phases, each of which is explained separately.
These phases are: First phase, backward movement of recoiling parts:
second phase, iorward mevement of recoiling parts; and, third phase,
actlon of trigger mechanism.

B. FIRST PHASE

The first phase of functioning begins with the piece loaded aml
ready to fire The hammer spring has been compressed and the
hammer is held in a cocked position by the sear. There are faou
noiches in the hemmer. The froni noitch functions in event of a
week powder charge. Every shoi in semiautomatic fire and cael
first shot of a burst of Fuil automatic fire is Sred ihrough the divect
action of the disconnector. When the irigger is pressed, the dis-
connector, which is assembled to the trigger, is canzed to move for-
ward, and since the discotnector is in engagoment with the sear, the
sear rotates on s pin and releases tlie hamimer. The relesszed ham-
mer, under zction of ike eompressed hammer spring, strikes the firieg
pm which transmits the blow to vhe primer of the chaibered ear-
tridge. Unless the bolt is in its £1lly locked position, the piece wiil
not fire, for the firing pin will enter the hole in ke hammer. Th.
expanding gases, formesd by the dischargs of the curtridge, exeit pres.
sure against the face of the Lol causing the bolt o unlock sl move
to the rear. The eamming recess in the bolt, working on the cam-
ming lug of the action bar, moves the action bar rearward with the
bolt, compressing the action bar spring. The bolt is cammed out of
the locking shoulder in ihe receiver and the resistance of the action
bar spring delays the overcoming of the inertia of the MOvILE parts
L'E]ltﬂ the bullet has left the muzzle and chamber pressures Liave sub-
sided. As the bolt moves to the rear, the exiractor and residual
pressure extracts the emply cartridge case which is cammed oul
through the ejection opening when the ejector comes in contact with
the case.  During this rearward action, the action bar cams the dis-
conneclor out of engagement with the sear, allowing the sear 1o en-
gage the hemmer under action of the sear spring. The hammer
SPringr is campressed over the guide in the bumper plug. When pres-
sure on the trigger is released, the disconneetor engages the sear once
raere nnder action of the disconnector SPring,

C. SECOND PHASE

The second phase of action 1s the forward movement of thae action
bar and bolt under the action of the compressed action bar spring.
The feed rib of the bolt strips the top cartridge from the magazine
and carries it into the chamber. The bolt, nearing s f::rr‘emﬂst posi-
tion, is cammed up into the locking shoulder of the receiver by the
-amrning Jug of the action bar working in the eamming recess m the
bolt. The niece is now leaded and cocked, ready to be fired.

D. THIRD PHASE

Upon releasing pressure, the trigger, under acticn of ihe trigger
plunger spring, rotates on its pin aad the trigger stud hear:&jagmn&t
the rear arm of the connector, foreing the conoecter out of the pain
of the mction bar. The disconnierior then reengages the sear.

(3) Selector set at “Safe.” At this setting the extension of the
selector disepgsges the disconnector from the sear and prevents move-
ment of the connector. The piece cannot be hred.

VI. STOPPAGES AND IMMEDIATE ACTION
A. IMMEDIATE ACTION IN MISFIRES

In the event of misfire, retract action bar smartly to eject misfired
cartridge. Should round remain in chamber, allow action bar to

snap forward and again attempt to fre.

B. IMMEDIATE ACTION IN OTHER STOPPAGES

(1) Retract action bar, set selector on “Safe” and allow empty
case or cariridge to Imll through ejection opening by turning gun
right side down; reload, reset selector and resume firing.

(2) If gun still fails to function, change magazine, reload, and
resume Aring,

The inspec-
tion for correct adjustment will be considered in regard to the posi-
tion of the selector, each part being explained separately.
